2. A fire occurred on October 25 at an apartment complex where five of Friendship Community’s individuals they 
serve reside. Please pray for all persons affected by this fire for their needs to be met. 
 

3. Lancaster Mennonite School has Open Houses scheduled for all campuses in November.  Please be in prayer 
for prospective families who attend and for administration and admissions staff as they answer questions and 
encourage families to consider LMS. 
 

4. Join the Garifuna Church of Manhattan in praising God for his 12 years faithfulness.   
 

5. Continue to lift Community Mennonite Fellowship in prayer as their search for a lead pastor continues. They 
rejoice for the hiring of a new youth director, Jim Hostetter.
