students. 
3. Please pray for Costa Rica. Pray for fresh creative ministry ideas and wisdom for Austin Zuercher to                 

know how to minister effectively as things slowly reopen. Pray also for wisdom for Austin as he looks at                   
college options. 

4. Please pray for the Jubilee Ministries as their thrift stores are open and the ministry is getting “back to                   
normal,” please pray for protection from the virus for all of our employees and Aftercare students! 

5. The Global Disciples Board is meeting July 9-11 via Zoom, with 12 members representing 7 countries.
