1. Pray blessings and gratitude over LMC churches pastors and for their leadership. (Number 6:24-26)
2. Thank the Lord for His blessings on the Potter’s House ministry! Pray for the men & women who come to the

ministry who need a Jesus touch in their lives!
3. Please pray with us at Living Light that the Holy Spirit would breathe afresh on us, and especially on our children.
4. Please pray for the men in the Jubilee Ministries Aftercare Program.  Pray for good health as they live in close

quarters with one another.  Also, pray for their relationships with one another as more men will be joining the
program soon.

5. Please pray for the church in Cuba as they are going thru many battles.  The instability in the country and the
pandemic are deteriorating the country.  Pray for the pastors so they can maintain Spiritual peace in their
congregations and also with themselves.  Ask the Lord for His provision as they are experiencing shortness of food
and medicines.

6. Please pray for LMC staff as they are in preparation to move to the EMM building and the sale of the 2160 Lincoln
