
Angelus: A call to pray
July 2023

1. Join Eastern Mennonite Missions in prayer for safety as Jonathan Bornman travels to attend speaking
engagements in various locations. Pray for the continued work of editing the Indonesian portion of the
Unexpected Peace documentary.

2. Pray for Jennifer Weaver to find a leader for her Ministry Support Team, so she can prepare to serve in France
with EMM. Pray also for good connections during her exploratory trip in September, so she can develop plans
for service there.

3. Pray for the new residents at Landis Place on King as well as the staff as they work to grow a new community in
historic downtown Lancaster, Pennsylvania.
