2. Landis Communities is asking for prayers of thanksgiving following word they have 
received funding to build new apartments in Reading, PA, for persons with lower-than-
average income. Pray that all those involved in making design decisions will feel guidance 
as they do their work. 

3. Join EMM, Steve Horst and Bethany Tobin in prayer for financial support which will allow 
them to sustain their ministry commitments in Thailand. Pray for the Isaan Doorways 
participants to have the courage and stamina to learn the language and engage in new 
friendships.  

4. Pray for the students, faculty and staff at Lancaster Mennonite School that they would 
boldly proclaim and live for Jesus.

15. Pray for the joint board meetings with EMM and LMC today that they can continue to find 

ways to collaborate and share the Good News locally and globally.  
16. Praise God for His provision and faithfulness over LMC for 300 years!  
17. Pray with EMM for Peter and Christy* and their family as they are finding their way in 

Montbeliard, France this year, even as they continue to hope and pray for open doors in 
Chad.  

18. Praise God for the committed LMC staff team who serve faithfully and work diligently. 
Pray for wisdom, endurance and joy in serving!  

19. Join EMM and Mike & Nancy Hostetter in prayer for safety for their son, his wife, and their 
young children as they come to visit them for three months. They will help with the 
development of the Christian camp property on Tenglo Island. Pray for the continued 
development of the property. Pray also for continued opportunities to share about 
Christian discipleship with friends of the mountain communities near Puerto Montt, 
Llanada Grande and Valle Frio.

25. Consider writing a note or sending a message thanking someone for how they have 
demonstrated Christ-like love.  

26. Invite the Lord to shine His Light in areas of our hearts that are not pleasing to Him. Ask for 
and receive his forgiveness.  

27. Celebrate Thanksgiving Day! Count your blessings, name them one by one, count your 
many blessings see what God has done!  

28. Pray for the immigrants who attend English classes at HUB 450. Pray that they will learn 
the language and come to understand God’s love for them.  

29. As November 2025 comes to a close, consider pausing long enough to praise God for His 
work in your life, in the life of your family and your congregation in the past month.   

30. Let’s prepare our hearts to worship the Lord today with other believers. May the Name of 
Jesus be lifted up.
